 First Aid Portable – as agreed the City of Ballarat will organise for its removal from site and relocation to the Black Hill Pool, as suggested by our Aquatics Officers.

Galvanised drop-in access steps – as mentioned these were donated to a local primary school, and as agreed, I will talk to the council officer who donated them and put them in contact with you to provide further details.

PA System - as agreed the PA system will be returned to the BHPA once the service has been disconnected. I will contact you to arrange a suitable collection time once the works are completed.

Upright Freezer and Glass fronted Drinks Fridge – as agreed the BHPA have a fortnight from today to nominate a local community organisation that they wish to donate them to, if a community use cannot be identified within the fortnight, the City of Ballarat will relocate them to the Eureka Pool.

Miscellaneous Sporting Equipment – as agreed the City of Ballarat will donate the equipment to the Brown Hill Kindergarten on behalf of the BHPA.

Toddlers Pool Pump – as agreed the pump will be returned to the BHPA once the services have been disconnected. I will contact you to arrange a suitable collection time once the works are completed.

Electric BBQ – as discussed it will be disconnected and retained by the City of Ballarat for use at another yet to be identified location.

Pool Cover Rollers – as discussed these will be relocated to the Black Hill Pool by the City of Ballarat.

Miscellaneous – as discussed the defunct solar panels and old shade sail covers will be disposed of as they present no future value for either the City of Ballarat or the BHPA. Scrap metal will be recycled in accordance with our Sustainable Capital Works Policy.

Park Furniture – as discussed the Fiesta Chairs and Wheelchair Accessible table will not be thrown away. We will investigate your suggestion to relocate them within the reserve or at parks and playgrounds elsewhere around Ballarat, noting that this action is subject to confirmation from other City of Ballarat business units. Rest assured every endeavour will be made to repurpose the furniture.

 In addition to discussing the recycling of assets we also discussed at length opportunities to pay homage to the Brown Hill Progress Association and the Brown Hill Pool and recognise the long-standing community asset it has been and the association’s strong advocacy for the Brown Hill community. 

Topics discussed included;

· Retention of a quantity of the hand moulded bricks made by local peoples to construct the pool changerooms. These could be potentially used in the developed splash park precinct to support signage at the precinct entrance or for any number of other potential uses.

· Retention of the larger cast iron plumbing fixtures which could be used together with the reclaimed concrete blocks to acknowledge the history of the site.

· Renewing the memorial dedication to William Brownbill, a noted early settler of the Brown Hill suburb, including formalisation of the northern entrance to the reserve near the children’s playground.

· Promoting community input into the design and content of signage for the new splash park precinct, to recognise key figures and local history at the reserve.
